The 90281 i1s a general purpose, high voltage power
supply unit with extremely effective filtering network.
It 1s suited particularly for furnishing the plate supply
to small transmitters, such as our 90800 or to the exciter
atages of higher power transmitters. It is also an excele
lent power supply for modulstors and other audio systems,
requiring DC plate supply of 550 to 750 volte, at currents
ug to 2350 ma. The filter network is the II Lype, with two
10 henry General Electric chokes and a caraclitor arrangee
ment of 2-2-10 General Electric 1000 volt pyranol capacie
tors. A 50,000 ohm bleeder resistor 1s incorporated in
the unlt as a safety measure, A separate filament transe
former, furnishing 6.3 volte AC at § amperes, 1s also ine
cluded, so that the 90281 power supply is, in itself, a
complete power supply for use with our 90800 exciter-transe
mitter. The high voltage output terminals are protected by
an overhanging cover, so as to minimize the possibility of
accldental contact,

Voltage variation is made possible by two methods:
& reslstor can be cut into the primary of the plate transe
former by means of the LOW-HIGH switch (33) on the rear
panel; additional voltage change can be obtalned by change
ing the filter input. When the link is in the high posi-
tion, the filter system has condenser input with highest
voltage output. With the link in low positilon, the filter
ls reactor input with lower voltage,
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2. Application

The 90281 power supply may be elther rack mounted on
the conventional 19" relay rack or rack cablinet or else may
be used for general laboratory purposes cn the laboratory
bench; in whlch dase, it 1s supported by the aspsciai mounte-
ing feet bullt into the unit for just such purpose. Whea
used as & laboratory power supply, provision is made for the
employment of a atendard AC laboratory cord for the input to
the unit and two toggle switches are mounted on the front
panel fer independent control of the rectifier filement and
high voltage transformers, When used as a component in a |
transmitter, a specilal input AC terminal panel i1s used, so |
that remote switching of the rectifier filament and plate
supply windings can be accomplished with a minimum of incone
venience,

CAUTION: Be certain that the power cord 1s removed frem |
wall socket or, i1f the power supply 1s wired into & transe
mitter, that primary power source is disconnected before
inserting tubes,

The 9028l uses two Type 816 high voliesgs rectifier tubes. |
A fuse in the 118 volt AC circult is mounted in the fuse holder |
on the rear terminal panel. :
